 2018 Serafini & Vidotto Pinot Nero $12 
From rocky mineral rich soil sin Veneto this Pinot Noir has fruity and floral notes of ripe raspberries, 
blueberries, wild strawberries, hints of violet and aromatic herbs and sweet tobacco. The flavor is mellow and 
warm with sweet tannins. It finishes with  notes of  cassis and sweet tobacco nuances. 13% alcohol by volume. 
Was $24 now $12 
 

 2017 Latue Tempranillo $11 
An all stainless Temprinillo from La Mancha.   It is very clean and bright, with intense cherry and forest fruit 
aromas. It has a good body, smooth, and tastes better with a little air. Organic. 13% alcohol by volume 
 

 2013 / 2014 Collefrisio Confronto Rosso $15 
50% Montepulciano, 50% Primitivo 
This big juicy wine is a nice combination of the fruitness of the Primitivo with the spiciness of the 
Montepulciano. Fruity, with hints of plum, berries and Marasca cherries. Slightly spicy. Complex and full-
bodied wine, also soft, velvety and very persistent. Was $25 now $15 

 
 2018 Colosi Nero d'Avola $14 

This Nero offers intense fruit notes with heavy cherry aromas. On the palate, it is dry, full-bodied and 
youthful. Organic 

 
 2015 Tacchino Dolcetto d' Ovada $12 

Ripe, clean, fragrant strawberry-raspberry-scented wine with dusty tannins and brisk acidity. On the palate it is 
dry, medium-bodied, well balanced, with plenty of fruitiness. 13.5% alcohol by volume. Was $22 now $12 
 

 2018 Veramonte Carmenere Reserve $11 
This Carmenere from Chile has a nose redolent of plums, figs and rosemary, and a fine spice. On the palate, 
the Veramonte shows an exceptional freshness and fruitiness with lovely acidity and velvety tannins.

 2016 Mulonnere  $12 
Chenin Blanc 
Subtle aromas of almond and acacia, complemented by fresh grape and honey notes. On the palate, the wine 
is soft and well-balanced with lovely length due to the freshness provided by the Chenin Blanc. 12.5% alcohol 
by volume. Was $16 now $12 
 

 2018 Mastrobernadino Falanhina del Sannio $15 
Aromas of ripe pineapples and citrus fruits are complemented by undertones of white flowers. On the palate, 
zesty acidity and persistent notes of honeysuckle and toasted almond make for a definite crowd-pleaser. 12.5% 
alcohol by volume. Was $18 Now $15 
 

 2017 Château. De Cranne Bordeaux Blanc $13 
40%Sauvignon Gris, 25% Muscadelle, 39% Semillon 
Sauvignon Gris is a rare bird, and even more so as the primary grape. While it's rarely seen, it's not that much 
of a departure from your classic Sauvignon Blanc. Crisp, clean and refreshing with nice acidity and bright 
herbal notes. 12.5% alcohol by volume. Was $16 now $13 
 

 2018 Planeta La Segreta I Bianco $12 
50% Grecanico 30% Chardonnay 10% Viognier 10% Fiano 
Fruity aromas of white stone fruit and citrus mingle with a delicate whiff of green melon. Reflecting the nose, 
the savory palate offers cantaloupe, white peach and juicy citrus aromas alongside tangy acidity. 12.5% alcohol 
by volume. Was $14 now $12 
 

 2018 Dry Creek Vineyard Dry Chenin Blanc $15 
Orange-marmalade aromas set the stage for a rather full-bodied, dry and flavorful wine. Floral and fruity 
elements are counter-balanced by a tangy texture and subtle mineral accents. A classic of the type, it has a lot 
of personality, a great presence on the palate and a lingering finish. 13% alcohol by volume 
 

 2015 Krirsten Riesling Trocken $15 
The wonderful aromas of this wine are dry and fruity with a great crisp and fresh finish. Kirsten's Rieslings 
each share a core of minerality that prevails over primary fruit, but this dry bottling is particularly savory in 
style. It's refreshingly spry with layers of smoke and chalk notes meandering amidst sheer streaks of fresh, 
white grapefruit and apple. 11.9% alcohol by volume. Was $21 now $15

 2016 Beronia Rioja Crianza $13 
91% Tempranillo,8% Garnacha, 1% Mazeulo 
Beronia’s Crianza is aged for 12 months in mixed oak barrels and one year in bottle. The wine has aromas of 
tobacco, vanilla and dark fruit flavors, smooth tannins with a spicy toasted finish. 13.5% alcohol by volume 
 

 2016 Kerloo Cellars Deadbird Cab $15 
Cabernet Sauvignon 
A small production Walla Walla Cab from mysterious sources. Earth, spice, sage, and brlackberry aromas 
along with savory flavors of black plum, meat , and leather. Was $19 now $15 
 

 2018 Mastrobernardino Lacryma Christi Rosso $15 
Piedirosso 
This beast needs some air! It opens with a lot of gamey, animal aromas, but if you decant it it calms down to a 
rustic red with cherries and red fruit underscoring notes of plums, raspberries, and black pepper.  
Was $20, now $15 
 

 2016 Mahi Pinot Noir $15 
Slightly wild aromas of cherry, raspberry and strawberry. On the palate, there’s a lovely light touch to the 
pungent red berry, mint and mineral elements: like a good Burgundy, this pinot offers intensity of flavor 
without undue weight. And its energetic finish stimulates the taste buds. Was $25 now $15 
 

 2018 Bosio Truffle Hunter Leda $12 
Barbera d'Asti 
This Barbera shows ample red fruit on the nose. It has silky tannins that give it a smooth mouthfeel. This 
“easy-to-drink” wine has a freshness and approachability that make it hard to resist. 
 

 2018 Honoro Vera,  Monastrell $10 
Ripe plums and rich red fruit, combined with liquorice and fig characters. On the palate the wine is generous, 
rich and spicy - weighty with good, concentrated red and black fruit, fine tannins, and fresh acidity on the 
finish. 
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THREE ROSES 

 2018 Routas  $12 
48% Cinsault, 35% Grenache, 20% Syrah 
Freshly cut watermelon, ripe peach aromas and floral notes lead to a palate alive with wild strawberries and 
hints of mineral notes. Crisp acidity and a refreshing finish. 13% alcohol by volume. Was $16 now $12 
 

 2018 Château Des Annibales Suivez-Moi-Jeune-Homme Rosé $15 
40% Grenache, 30% Syrah, 20% Cinsault, 10% Rolle 
Aromas of raspberry, lime, candy, slightly minty notes, give a very generous bouquet. On the palate, this wine 
is rich, with notes evolving towards strawberries and blueberries with a smooth minerality, adding freshness, 
and a long finish with persisting notes of red fruit. Organic. 13% alcohol by volume. Was $20 now $15 
 

 2019 Sodo Cellars Love Birds Rosé $14 
77% Sangiovese, 23% Syrah 
Aromas of white peach, dehydrated strawberries and pink grapefruit hop out of the glass. On the palate this 
wine showcases juicy acidity with stone fruit and slight tropical notes. 11.6% alcohol by volume 

 

THREE BUBBLES 

 Les Quinze Arpents Vouvray Brut $15 
Chenin Blanc 
A crisp Vouvray sparkler that ages on the leas for 12 months.  Notes of white flower, bread yeast and green 
apple flavors.12.5% alcohol by volume 
 

 2011 Delmas Cuvée Mémorie Brut Nature $15 
Mauzac, Chardonnay 
A nod to Bernard's grandfather's ancestral technique of ageing (24 months) in oak barrels, this wine has 
generous aromas of pear, with good minerality and richness, and a long finish. 12.5% alcohol by volume.  
Was $25 now $15 
 

  Proa Cava Brut Méthode Traditionell $13 
40% Macabeo, 30% Xarel-lo, 30% Parellada 
Translucent pale yellow with foamy head effervescence. Nice composition with a quite dry profile, well-
balanced and with a rather long refined taste. Pair with shellfish, appetizers and snacks, lean fish, cured meats, 
or just as an aperitif.
